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The renewal of Fully Alive will be complete this spring.  The Fully Alive workshop is a unique opportunity to get first hand information on all aspects of the programme that is foundational to Catholic education in Ontario.  

Dr. Sylvia Santin and Patrick Gallagher will in-service the entire program with a special emphasis on the higher grades by 

· presenting an overview of the revisions across the grades 

· explaining  new elements including the online family component, assessment, cross-curricular connections 

· outlining sub-themes found across the grades including bullying, family changes, and death education 

· exploring the challenges of Theme Three, Created Sexual: Male and Female in the classroom with teacher Margaret Baines. 

Bishop Bergie, Chair of the Ontario Bishops’ Education Commission, will speak about the importance of Family Life Education in Catholic education.
This workshop should be considered a requirement for Board staff responsible for leadership in Family Life Education.
