Michael Podgorski of Ottawa Carlton CDSB acted as 
project co-ordinator assembling the work of three teams into a draft that has been released to 
the Ministry of Education following a theological review. It is hoped that the document will be 
available by January, 2006. We will be deciding on inservicing strategies and venues over the 
next few months. Not only is the document a useful resource in itself but also is an important 
step in having our subject association recognized as a significant force in Ontario Catholic 
education. We owe a great debt to these gifted writers. 
 
Inservicing 
CARFLEO continues to inservice teachers and administrators throughout the province. For the 
coming year, special emphasis will be placed on the members of the Northern Ontario 
Curriculum Co-operative. For these boards, CARFLEO will offer inservices on the Pastoral 
Guidelines for Students of Same Sex Orientation, the Religious Education and Family Life 
Curriculum for Grades K to 12, and Adult Faith Development.
